This talk will bring a historical perspective to the concept of “social distancing”
as a public health practice during the global COVID-19 pandemic. As | will
suggest, the idea that epidemics could successfully be managed through
voluntary isolation, avoidance of public spaces, and exacting personal hygiene
fell out of favor in “Western” public health after the World War 1 influenza
pandemic. From the 1920s onward, public health leaders instead sought to
improve surveillance, contact tracing, and after the 1940s, vaccine and drug
development as the best means to control outbreaks of infectious diseases.
Teaching the need for exacting personal and communal cleanliness—what in my
1998 book | refer to as the “gospel of germs”—ceased to be an important
aspect of public health work. The AIDS pandemic of the 1980s revived attention
to public health education and the need for community engagement in
responding to a deadly infectious disease. But as the potential for “new”
emerging diseases became a national security concern in the late 20th c,,
planning continued to privilege the infrastructure of disease surveillance and
the importance of vaccine development. So called “non-pharmaceutical
interventions"—what we now refer to as social distancing measures-- were
expected to have a relatively brief role in any new pandemic; the assumption
was that surveillance would prevent outbreaks from going global. In the
unlikely chance that this surveillance failed, and a disease spread to many
countries, social distancing measures would only be needed briefly, to buy time
for vaccine development. The COVID-19 pandemic has revealed the
weaknesses in these assumptions, including the inattention to the complexities
of social distancing in today’'s networked and polarized world. In my talk, I will
put these problems in historical perspective and offer some reflections on what
new ideas need to emerge from the COVID experience.

| also discuss our efforts at Stony Brook to develop an interdisciplinary
approach to health that includes both the humanities and the social sciences,
(“critical health studies”) and that contests the tendency to approach crises such
as the COVID-19 pandemic from a reductionist biomedical paradigm.

Nancy Tomes is SUNY Distinguished Professor in the Department of History at Stony
Brook University. She is the author of four books: A Generous Confidence: Thomas
Story Kirkbride and the Art of Asylum Keeping (1984; reissued 2015); Madness in
America: Cultural and Medical Perceptions of Mental lliness Before 1914, with Lynn
Gamwell (1995); The Gospel of Germs: Men, Women and the Microbe in American
Life (1998), winner of awards from both the American Association for the History of
Medicine and the History of Science Society; and Remaking the American Patient:
How Madison Avenue and Modern Medicine Turned Patients into Consumers (2016),
winner of the 2017 Bancroft Prize. In 2011, she received the American Public Health
Association’s Arthur Viseltear Award for her “distinguished body of scholarship in the
history of public health.” She is now working on a history of the modern “infodemic.”
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
